If 7 students in the course had responded to that question with a mean rating of 4.1, there is a  24% chance that the actual mean is between 4.0 and 4.2 (+/- 0.1).

In a class of 57 students, of whom 7 responded, where the mean rating on a question was 4.1, there is a  74% chance that the actual mean is between 3.7 and 4.5 (+/- 
0.4).
